Whereas the above-named Scout has signed up for the Troop 1 Philmont 2005 Trip, from July 15 to 29, 2005, and will be part of a group of 17 Scouts and adults from (your troop name), who must all train together, travel together, and support each other in preparation for this trip, and then to make it through the trek at Philmont.

Therefore, on his Honor, the Scout agrees to commit himself to

1. preparing for the trip during the 2004 and 2005 school year,

2. keeping his weight well within the Philmont-required limits,

3. maintaining a program of weekly physical exercise all year,

4. participating in at least 75% of the weekly group training sessions to be held in the Spring 2005 during the week,

5. participating in all of the weekend training hikes to be held in May and June 2005.

The Scout agrees that this Philmont trip will take precedence over all his other extracurricular activities.

Participation in a sport should be the only valid exception to attendance at training sessions, and in such case the Scout agrees to make up the group training by hiking with a loaded pack at another time during the week. In all cases, the Scout agrees to train as strenuously and as often as the group does. 

The Scout must participate in at least one of two "shakedown" hikes that will simulate an actual day on the trail at Philmont.
