" Insect repellent (no aerosol cans)

" Camera & film

" Sports equipment
" Board or card games
" Combination lock (trunk or gear bag)

Do NOT Bring:

NO - Flammable liquids such as lighter fluid

NO - Matches and lighters (they will be provided when necessary by adults)

NO - More than 2 knives
NO - Knives with blades long than 4 inches
NO - Fireworks

NO - Electronic handheld games
NO - Boom boxes

NO - CD players

NO - Anything of value
